SUDDEN SILVER broke a bit awkwardly then bumped with BEA BET after the start, showed good speed on the outside, was taken in hand near the
five-eighths pole, prompted the leader on the outside while under some restraint, rallied to the lead when roused in upper stretch and drew clear under
strong right hand urging. BEA BET bumped with rivals on both sides after the start, was urged a bit while towards the inside, moved closer leaving the
backstretch, drafted behind the leaders while just off the rail on the turn, was put to a drive in upper stretch, failed to match strides with the winner near the
furlong marker, moved to the outside of that rival and safely secured the place. WON TOKEN broke a tad slow and was last way, settled at the rear of the
field while under some urging, went three wide on the turn, angled to the rail near the furlong marker and got up for the show late on the inside. MISS LULU
BELLE was bumped on both sides after the start then hustled to the lead, set the pace under some pressure, vied inside on the turn, lost the lead in upper
stretch and tired. DRIVEN BY ENERGY settled on the outside, moved in near the half-mile pole, inched closer while three wide on the turn, was asked
coming to the quarter-pole and came up empty. ANNIE'S MELODY came out at the start then bumped with MISS LULU BELLE, was urged along near the
inside, saved ground early on the turn, came a bit off the rail in the vicinity of the five-sixteenths pole and failed to respond. GREAT CLIFF broke outward at
the start, was urged along in third, lugged out while four to five wide on the turn and faded.
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
