DOC N ROLL allowed to settle into stride, gradually ranged up to contest the pace midway during the run on the
backstretch, matched strides with that rival until turning for home, took control when given his cue, increasing his margin
during the final furlong under strong handling. THUNDER MINISTER raced in the two path around the bend, finished well to
secure the place. EXPRESS TO THEWEST raced in the back of the pack early along the inside, moved into contention in upper
stretch while continuing to save ground, split rivals at the eighth pole and came home with a good rally. BRECCIATE broke
alertly, set the early pace along the rail, was challenged for command in upper stretch, couldn't keep pace with that one and
weakened the final furlong. STRIKING RIZZI, off very awkwardly, broke slowly, spotting the field several lengths and posed no
threat thereafter. PATENT PENDING TOM raced three wide, and tired. CHARITY FIGHT forwardly placed outside for a half,
gave way. EL BORRACHO raced within striking distance along the inside for a half before beginning a rapid retreat.
