ELIGIBLE FOR THE NEW YORK STALLION STAKES. By subscription of $100 due on or before
December 1, 2005, with the following eligibility payments: $100 due on or before November 1, 2006; $250
due onor before March 1, 2007; $350 due on or before June 1, 2007; $750 to pass the entry box, $750 to
start. The purse to be divided 60% to the owner of the winner, 20% to second, 10% to third, 5% to fourth,
3% to fifth and 2% divided equally among remainingfinishers.

DOC N ROLL was under a firm hold while a bit rank approaching the first turn, raced well in hand along the inside for nearly
a half, moved out midway down the backstretch, split horses to challenge on the far turn, surged to the front on the turn, opened
a comfortable lead in upper stretch then was fully extended to hold off GOLD VENDETTA in the late stages. GOLD VENDETTA
raced in midpack while just behind the winner for a half, saved ground on the turn, angled between horses in upper stretch and
closed steadily but couldn't overtake the winner while gradually getting to that one in the late stage. CANNONBALL stalked the
leaders while three wide to the top of the stretch and rallied belatedly from outside. EXPRESS TO THEWEST was outrun for six
furlongs, saved ground into the stretch, closed strongly in upper stretch, steadied and altered course to the four path while
lacking room along the rail at the furlong marker and closed late from outside. BROOKHAVEN'S MONEY was unhurried for six
furlongs, circled four wide into the stretch and rallied mildly. KEY VICTORY set the pace on the rail to the far turn and gave
way. PHOBIA angled to the rail soon after the start then trailed while saving ground.
