WOODRUNNER reserved along the outside, gradually moved up into contention under his own power, sat well-positioned

under a snug hold from the two path, in no need of racing clearance, as the field approached the top of the lane, responded readily
once given his cue, split rivals just past the three-sixteenths pole, poked a head in front a stride or two prior to the sixteenth pole
and edged clear. VERVEITUP broke alertly and on top but yielded the lead to KICK UP YOUR HEELS on the opening bend, was
taken out to the three path entering the backstretch, made a short-lived bid to re gain the front between calls on the backstretch,
before backing off and resuming the role of stalker, kept a watchful eye on the leader for most of the run around the bend, moved
up again to re test the pacesetter, took over by upper stretch, was immediately set upon by the top one, offered good resistance
during the ensuing sixteenth, yielded but held well for the place. FIRST OF TEN saved ground early, was off the inside in time
for the run around the second bend, swung four wide into the stretch and finished with good courage. VOLPONI DRAGON raced
along the outside, was hand urged on the far turn, then displayed a mild rally to grab a major share. BURNISHED COPPER saved
ground to no avail. KICK UP YOUR HEELS cut the pace towards the inside, folded after completing three-quarters. PAVLOV'S
DOG was always outrun.
